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ABSTRACT

The objective of this thesis is to analyze risk location of Roads in Sri Kai
Subdistrict (WarinChamrap) District Ubon Ratchathani Province), and to propose
guidelines for managing the risk locations.

The study assessed physical characteristics of roads in the study area, and
measured vehicle speed of road users. These were to identify risk locations of the
roads, basing on the road safety assessment method (Black Spot Analysis) of the
Department of Highways and Road Safety Audit. Finally, the study proposed
solutions for improving risk locations. This can be used as a guideline for risk

management for other communities with similar contexts.
